Our Program

Christian Heritage Academy’s Upper School offers a distinctly Christian education,
with an in-depth, spiritually rich curriculum at a college-preparatory level. The
academic program is demanding and competitive with the best schools in the
state, offering regular, honors and AP courses as well as dual credit courses with
participating universities. With a low faculty-student ratio, our intentionally small
classrooms provide a stimulating environment for learning, in-depth inquiry and
exchange of ideas. Students are taught at every grade level to integrate facts,
concepts and biblical principles, transferring information from one discipline to
another. From the sciences and math to social studies and English, the Upper
School uses a multi-disciplinary approach to foster critical thinking, intellectual
engagement, creativity, and a holistic development of the student’s character. A
broad spectrum of learning and leadership experiences develops students who are
both competent and confident, well-equipped for life and the rigors of college.
